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Thinking back to Corso, I realize that I could have had my thesis of our fairly recent attraction and entry into "Silicon" [Silicon Takeover], backwards: it's NOT recent!

This was possibly due to the efforts of General Twining. See Chapter 12 for most of the information on this. We moved from vacuum tubes to transistors in less than ten years. 

4) Wernher von Braun wasn't too surprised when he saw the Roswell craft. The Americans thought that they would retrieve a typical "saucer" design, but found a crescent shaped aircraft, like the German "Horten Wing".

This doesn't prove that the Third Reich had ET help, but is a strong enough hint, to me personally, that the Nazis did successfully "invoke" the attention of "Other-than-Human" through their various secret occult societies and became technology "Clients".

This would also explain our rush to gather the best of their researchers, including von Braun, through "Operation Paperclip" before their possible deportation to the Soviet Union.
